PRE EVENT REGISTRATION 

All competitors will be required to check themselves in with the Race official/s.

Prior to racing competitors will be instructed to go directly to the registration tent. This official area will have their club team/paddler nomination form. Race official/s will check off paddlers by highlighting their names on the pre logged team/ paddlers nomination form.

Competitors not listed on the official Team/Paddler Nomination form will not be allowed to proceed.

2.
CONDITIONS OF ELIGIBILITY

Only persons who are financial members of a club affiliated with AOCRA Inc. and are a registered competitor with AOCRA Inc. may compete.

The Race Committee reserves the right to be the arbiter in any dispute regarding eligibility and registration of competitors. The Race Director’s decision is final.

The Regatta Rules (as amended) of the Australian Outrigger Racing Association Incorporated in shall apply to this Adelaide Outriggers Regatta.

Each club shall register all paddlers with the Paddler Registrar of each Zone including proof of age where required, at least 14 days prior to that person’s first regatta.

AOCRA or the respective committee representative reserves the right to request proof of age of a competitor at any time.

ON THE DAY – CHECKING OF TEAM NOMINATIONS

No Team/Paddler Nomination forms will be accepted on race day.

Only competitors named on the team/ paddler nomination forms will be allowed to compete.

4.
REGATTA RULES

All teams must consist of competitors who are members of the same club.  

No more and no less then 6 paddlers are to compete in a team.

Any competitor wishing to withdraw from the event may do so with good cause and shall notify the Race Director not less than 30 minutes prior to the scheduled event starting time.  (This is for safety reasons as well as registration issues.)

All 6 members of the team need to be checked off against the Team/Paddler Nomination form prior to competing in each event/ division.

NOMINATION FORMS

Nomination forms are included as part of this program. They are to be sent to the Adelaide Outrigger Club Secretary, PO Box 3117, Port Adelaide SA 5017.

Nominations received by the VicZone Treasurer without payment will not be accepted.

CLUB NOMINATION FORMS (A)

On the first page “Club Nomination Form (A)” you are required to nominate the number of crews paddling and the entry fee payable for nominations.

The second “Club Nomination Form (B)” page requires the club to list the names of the crews. This will assist with the allocation of heats and allow time to provide the required information to media and create an official program.  Please submit a separate form for each event.

TEAM/PADDLER NOMINATION FORMS (B)

If a competitor is not listed on the nomination form (B) they will not be eligible to race.

OC6 PRESENTATION NIGHT/DINNER
OC6 presentations will be held on the Saturday night at the Somerton SLSC.  Dress theme is

SAFETY

Members of the host club will perform safety inspections.  Canoes not meeting AOCRA Safety Guidelines will be ineligible to race.

Race briefings will be held as scheduled. It is compulsory for all team captains and coaches to attend this meeting. 

All canoes must have the following safety equipment to be eligible to compete in any event:

· OC1 - leg ropes affixed to the paddler

· OC6 

· minimum of 1 spare paddle attached to iako

· life jackets (6 in each canoe). This is a requirement of Transport SA. They do not need to be worn

· storm covers

· tow rope:  must be 25m x 12mm silver rope

· minimum of 2 bailers

· all canoes must have positive buoyancy in both bow and stern bulkheads

Any canoe not meeting this requirement will be withdrawn from the event by race officials.
We would also like to add that it is the responsibility of all Club Coaches to ensure that all their crews competing in any event are capable of competing in all race conditions.

· Paddlers must be able to swim

· Crews must be able to right a flipped canoe without assistance.

Any crew finding themselves in trouble for whatever reason MUST raise their paddles in the air to alert support craft or passing canoes for assistance.

Any canoe found not to go to the assistance of a canoe in trouble, will be disqualified from the event and all club championship points will be removed.

If at any stage of the event that a safety official requests that a canoe return to shore it must comply with this request immediately. Failure to do so will result in a) disqualification of the crew from any future events held during the remainder of the regatta, b) the Safety Official may take 

SUCH ACTION AS HE/ SHE DEEMS NECESSARY FOR THE SAFETY OF CREWS. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE ABOVE MAY INVALIDATE YOUR INSURANCE COVER.

Division qualifications

In order for a division to take place a minimum of three (3) teams/ paddlers must be nominated for the event.

Race briefing

Race briefings will be held as per race published on race program, or as otherwise advised by the Race Announcer. All Race Briefings will be held in the Registration tent.

Starts

Competitors must be present on the starting line by the time shown on the race programme, or as otherwise directed by the Race Announcer. Starting signals shall be given regardless of absentees. 

The position at the start should be such that the bow of each competing canoe is lined up behind the starting line between the start buoys and in a stationary position.

NO ROLLING STARTS.

Start procedure

· Yellow Flag max 2 minutes to start

· Red Flag Max 30seconds to start

· Green Flag Max 10 seconds to start

The starter will signal the start of the race when all canoes are ready and lined up evenly by raising the green flag accompanied by a sound signal. Note the flag may not stay up for max amount of time.

A black flag will be shown if a canoe is over the start line once a flag has been raised. One verbal warning will also be given. 

If the offending canoe doesn’t back up behind the start line before the green flag is dropped that canoe will be disqualified. It is up to each crew to be sure that it has lined its canoe up behind the start line. If a race starts under a black flag the offending crew will be notified at the end of the race.

Finish line

The finish line is crossed when the bow of the canoe passes between the designated finish buoys/ markers.


Disqualification

Any individual or team who attempts to win an event by any means other then those which are honest or who does not respect the Race Rules or who by his or hers conduct clearly shows his lack of respect for the Rules shall be disqualified. All disqualifications pronounced by the Race Committee and AOCRA Officials are final.

Protests & Race Rulings

All protests must be presented in writing to the Race Director no later then (15) fifteen minutes after completion of the race with a protest fee of $50.00. If the protest is upheld the lodgement fee shall be refunded in full. If the protest is dismissed, the lodgement fee shall be forfeited to AOCRA, or respective committee.
