Outrigger Canoeing 

Outrigger Canoe paddling has its origins in the development and spread of the coastal culture of the Pacific Rim region about 30,000 years ago, with canoes playing an integral role in the survival and transmigration of ancient cultures.

Outrigger Canoe racing is a relatively young sport in Australia. Seventy years after Hawaii’s first Outrigger Canoe Club was established, the first club in Australia was formed in 1978 on the Gold Coast. The first Club in Sydney was formed in 1989. The first Australian Championships were held the same year.

Outrigger canoe racing has become one of the fastest growing aquatic sports in Australia, with the development of clubs outside the sport’s power base in northern Queensland and the Whitsunday region, making it a national sport. Major races in outrigger canoes are undertaken in six-seater boats (OC6s) and single-seat OC1s, with competition at a global & elite level spanning the world.

Races range from sprints of 500 and 1000 metres to endurance events from 8km to 42km

Adelaide Outriggers Inc Background
Adelaide Outriggers Inc was established in 1997. It is the first and presently only outrigger canoe club within South Australia. Its operations at the Port Adelaide Rowing Club on the Port River, with a summer season base at the Somerton Surf Life Saving Club.

The aim of the Adelaide Outriggers Inc. is to encourage as many individuals as possible to engage in the sport, and then assist in the establishment of further clubs, to foster a state regatta season. Such growth would serve to attract interstate competitors and teams, and greatly enhance South Australia’s ability to compete in interstate and overseas competitions.

Adelaide Outriggers is affiliated with the Australian Outrigger Canoe Racing Association and the Somerton Surf Life Saving Club and Port Adelaide Rowing Clubs with close links to the Dragonboat Association of South Australia, Canoe South Australia.
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Adelaide Outriggers Activity Profile

Adelaide Outriggers Inc. held several “Open Days” inviting the public to come & try what is a relatively new exiting sport. Membership is open to anyone interested in canoeing activities. The club is committed to promoting this new sport and its health & fitness benefits to participants; and made a commitment to SmartPlay, SunSmart, and non-smoking policies to enhance the safe and healthy environment promoted by the sport. 
Adelaide Outriggers is an open and progressive club with a growing membership of thirty ranging from juniors (aged from 10 to 18) to senior masters (aged over 45).

Adelaide Outriggers competes in various major events: Murray 100 km Marathons and regattas at Hamilton Island, Victoria and NSW.
The crews are regularly seen between Port Stanvac, Glenelg and Port Adelaide as well around the Torrens and Garden Islands environs.  Training sessions and demonstrations are often held on suburban and south coast beaches.

Six seater outrigger canoes are fourteen metres long and display a panel half a metre high above the water line.  The canoes travel routinely travel 100 metres offshore between Port Stanvac and Largs.

In 2004 we are expecting to hold our first Regatta which combined with Adelaide Outriggers involvement in Regattas in regional areas like Port Augusta, Tumby Bay, The Murray River Marathon and interstate in Melbourne, Sydney and Hamilton Island
At the Regatta in Port Augusta it is expected that we would attract 200 competitors made up primarily of local businesses and sporting groups. The Murray River Marathon attracts many crews from around Australia and provides local media coverage as well as audiences of locals down the Murray.

Regular regattas interstate on the other hand, regularly attract in the vicinity of 500 competitors. At the Natational Titles held on the Gold Coast each year, there over 1000 competitors from all over Australia with the competition receiving both Television and local press media coverage. 

The Hamilton Island race attracts Crews from all around the world-Great Britain, New Zealand, United States (including Hawaii) and of course Australia.
